Letter from the Editor: No debate here ... the win goes to the voters

They were wearing the requisite attire, dark suit and tie, flag pin on the lapel. I was thinking they would have been much better served wearing
colorful robes with their names emblazoned on the back. Yes, this one had all the makings of a heavyweight championship fight.
   When Joe Sestak and Curt Weldon strode into a packed ballroom at the Drexelbrook last week, you easily could have thought you were at
Madison Square Garden. The crowd, 400 strong, was on its feet as the combatants strode toward the ring. The contenders, Weldon the
Republican heavyweight champ, and Sestak, the Democratic challenger, entered from opposite ends of the room. Each began working their
partisans, conveniently located on the same side they entered.
   The faithful went ballistic, loudly cheering on their man.
   In the meantime, I stood on the stage, thinking about the process that got us to this point.
   I still consider what happened last Friday in that packed ballroom something of a miracle. In part simply because it’s such a rare event. Curt
Weldon has not done a lot of debating with his Democratic challengers in recent years. Why would he? The competition at best usually put up
a token foe, with little or no chance of knocking the powerful Weldon from his perch.
   But this year has proved different in a lot of ways, not the least of which is to see Weldon running as if his life - or at least his political life -
was on the line.
   Actually, if you believe the polls, it is. The recent Keystone poll shows Sestak, the retired admiral who grew up in Delco and has now returned
to shake the Republican tree to its roots, with a slight lead. A poll this week actually has Sestak up by 8 percentage points. That wouldn’t even
be thinkable with the slew of opponents Weldon has steamrolled in recent years.
   And if that is unusual, the finances of this campaign are mind-boggling. Sestak is matching Weldon dollar for dollar. It’s almost surreal.
   So was the scene inside the Drexelbrook. But it’s got nothing on the saga that led up to it. Getting these two men onto that stage was something
of a miracle. And that is after they agreed to the event.
   The idea of a debate between Sestak and Weldon first appeared on my radar screen last spring, when I appeared as a guest speaker at a
luncheon meeting at the Delaware County Press Club.
   After the meeting, Tony DiTomasso, who does government and community relations work with Comcast and also is vice president of the
Press Club, approached me and asked if I, and the newspaper, would be interested in putting the two candidates together. I couldn’t say yes fast
enough.
   Debates have been few and far between in recent years. Aside from an occasional forum offered by the League of Women Voters, and the
Chamber of Commerce’s Meet the Candidates night, voters in Delaware County rarely get a chance to see two candidates go at it in a free
exchange of ideas.
   Of course, at the time, I didn’t think there was a chance in hell the Press Club could pull this event off. They proved me wrong, due in no small
part to the tenacity of DiTomasso.
   My first inkling that this was not going to be your routine 7th District Congressional race occurred a couple of weeks later, when DiTomasso
informed me both sides were in. I nearly spit my teeth out.
   What I would soon learn is that agreeing to a debate is one thing; pulling it off is quite another.
   There were ground rules, a series of meetings, including one early Saturday morning breakfast meeting.
   I was beginning to wonder if we were doing a candidates’ debate, or a presidential summit.
   Both sides had concerns about how many tickets would be sold, possible trouble inside the hall, who would stand where, what kind of
questions would be asked, who would serve as moderator, and who would be on the panel.
   I knew the panel could be a point of concern. After all, I was scheduled to be on it. To my shock, both sides signed off on the deal.
   Then last Thursday, another mini-crisis erupted. Apparently both sides were raising some eyebrows at the idea of 350 people being inside the
room. All the feathers were eventually smoothed out.
   Larry Mendte of Channel 3 was brought in to serve as moderator. Larry nicely laid out the plentiful ground rules for the crowd before the
candidates even entered the room. Then he went over them once more. The thunderous applause that erupted when the candidates entered
the room was to be the last bit of audience participation.
   The event went off without a hitch. Of course, the question most asked afterward was whom I thought won. When I got back to the office,
I soon received e-mails from both camps detailing how their guy cleaned his opponent’s clock.
   Actually, I already knew who won. The voters. It was a great event, one I wish happened more often. And one I was very proud to be able
take part in.
